Documenting Australia’s Quilts

The Pioneer Women's Hut is a Women’s Museum near Tumbarumba in southern N.S.W It opened in 1985, is free, non-profit, run by volunteers and committed to preserving women’s heritage.

As part of our contribution to the year 2001 and after discussion with other museums, quilters’ groups and individuals the Pioneer Women's Hut has embarked on a major national project to document quilts made or used in Australia prior to about 1965 (an arbitrary date relating to the current revival of quilt making).

Many quilts are beautiful and finely sewn and many are functional quilts improvised from materials whose first life was over. Most were made in Australia but many were brought here by immigrants from their home countries. Needlework is part of the hidden language of women, the way they often ‘spoke’ to their families and quilts are a very important part of women’s heritage, from the simplest to the most elaborate. Together we can build a national picture and we are now seeking your help.The register is a way of sharing information about your quilt whilst still retaining it, of course, in the family or the museum.

Documenting Australia’s quilts now involves a network of women and groups around Australia all working on a voluntary basis.
